(Scene: Librarian is on stage wearing a deerstalker cap, has a letter 
 in a pocket holding a dog puppet.  Another librarian with a cat puppet 
waits for cue) 
 
Librarian:   Good morning everyone, I’m here to tell you about OUCH,  
(dog puppet nips librarian) Chaucer, why did you do that? 
 (Dog speaks into librarian’s ear) 
 
Librarian:   You want to tell them? Ok go ahead. 
 
Dog:   Dog barks at children 
 
Librarian:   Chaucer, they don’t speak dog! 
 

         (Dog speaks into librarian’s ear) 

 
Librarian:   No they are not uneducated,  
                    they just never learned dog.   
                    Do you speak English? 
 
            (Dog speaks into librarian’s ear) 
 
Librarian:   Ok, I’ll translate for you.   
                    Tell me what you want to say. 
 
           (Dog speaks into librarian’s ear) 
 
Librarian:   This summer everyone needs to become a detective at the  
            Summer Reading Club, because there are horrible criminals  
                     out there we have to catch.  What Criminals? 
 
           (Dog speaks into librarian’s ear) 
 
Librarian:   Someone is stealing dog treats! This is a terrible crime?       
                    Chaucer, the reading club is not about saving your dog treats. 
 
           (Dog speaks into librarian’s ear) 
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Librarian:   The summer reading club is about having fun with books,  
                    and coming to the Library for programs and prizes.  
 
           (Dog speaks into librarian’s ear) 
 
Librarian:  What do you mean you got a letter from Detective LaRue?   
          Who is Detective LaRue? 
 
          (Dog speaks into librarian’s ear) 
 
Librarian:  The star of the Reading Club? (Dog picks up book)   

         Oh I see, and he sent you a letter.   
         (Dog begins searching Librarian for letter)   
         Chaucer stop that.  Ouch.  Be Careful.  
         (Dog finds letter and gives it to librarian)  
          Shall I read it? 

 
          (Dog speaks into librarian’s ear) 
 
Librarian:  (reads letter) 
 
Dear Chaucer, and all you kids at ________________school.  This is 
detective Ike LaRue with a warning and a plea for help.  Those cats that 
caused me to be arrested last year are at it again.  They have accused me of 
stealing dog treats.  I would never steal another dog’s treats!  I was merely 
guarding the treats that some dog had carelessly left out when those cats 
called 911.  I’ve been arrested and without your help I might end up in jail.  
This is what I need you all to do.  READ! Reading will help you perfect 
your detective skills and then you can prove my innocence.  If all of you 
work on the case, I know we can defeat those cats and I will be set free.
